Is 1t Worth Buying Organic Food?

Organic food, grown wihout arificil chemicals, is incresingly popular nowadys.

Consumers have been willing 0 pey up o tvice a5 much for goods with organic lbels (7).

However, i you think paying a lile more for oganic food ges you o more utritious and sfer

product, you might want o save your mncy. A study led by researchers at Sunford Universiy

says that organie product ren't necessarly more muisiious, and theyre 1o less likely to sulfer
from disease-causing bactera, either.
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‘The latest results, publishe in the Anrials of Intersal Medicne, suggest that buyers may be
wasting their money. “We did not find stron evidence that organic food is moro mtritious or
healthier, " says Dr. Crysal Srith-Spangles from Sanford. “So consumers shoulda't assume that
one type of food has a lower risk or s safr. ™

For their new study, Smith-Spangler and her colleagues conducted  review of two categorics
of research, including 17 studies that compared health outcomes between consumers of organic
against tradicional food products, and 223 studies that analyzed the mutitonal content of the foods,
including key vitaming, minerals and fats.

While the researchers found ltle diflerence in nutzitonal content, they did find that organic
it and vegetables were 209 less likely to have chemicals remaining on the surfaces. Neither
onganic nor traditional foods showed levels of chemicals high enough o go beyond food safey
suandards. And both organic and traditonal meats, such as chicken and pork, were cqually likely
10 be hurmed by bactera at very low rates. The researchers did find that organic milk and chicken
contined higher levels of omega-3 futty acids, a healihy fat also found in fsh that can reduce the
sk of heart disease, However, these nutriional diferences were t00 small, and th roscarchers
were unyillng to make much of them uail further studies confim the trends,
