reader will be made less obvious by a social reading experience in which authors and consumers

can digitally interact with each other 1o discuss any passage, sentence o lne,

s there anything we risk sacrificing, should print really disappear entirely? According to

Maryanne Wolf, director of the Center for Reading and Language Research at Tufts University,

electronic reading can negatively affect the way the brain responds 1o text, including reading
comprehension, focus and the ability to maintain atention to details like plot and order of events.

“My worry is that we'll have a short-circuited reading brain, excellent for gathering information

but not necessarily for forming eriical, analytical decp reading kills,” Wolf says.

Did you grow up in one culture, your parents came from another, and you are now living in
a totally different country? If so, then you are a third-culture kid!

The term * third-culture kid” (or TCK) was coined in the 1960s by Dr. Ruth. She first

came across this phenomenon when she rescarched North American children living in India
Caught between two cultures, they form their very own. 71 About 90 percent of them have a
universty degree, while 40 percent pursue a postgraduate or doctor degree. They usually benefit
from their intercultural experience, which helps them to grow into successful academics and
professionals

72 In fact many hardships may arise from this phenomenon. A third-culure kid may not

be able to adapt themselves compltely to their new surroundings as expected. Insiead, they may
always remain an outsder in diffent hostcultures. Max, for example, experienced this
fundamental fecling of strangeness throughout his ife as a third-culture kid. 73 While this
can be a way 10 create a network of fiends all around the world, it can be diffcul for a third-
culture kid like Max o maintain close friendships and relationships.

For a thind-culture kid, it s often easier 10 move:t0 a new foreign country than o retum to
their “home” country.  After living in Australia and South Korea for many years, Louis finally

retumed to Turkey as a teenager. But she felt ot of place when she returned to the country where.

she was bom. 74 She did not share the same values as her friends’ even years after going

back home.
While a

-culture kid must let go of their identity as foreigner when he/she returns, the
home country can prove to be more foreign than anything he/she came actoss before. The peer

group they face does not match the idealized image children have of *home”. 75

home in many places.
